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ATTENDANCE

As the Government’s Attendance Campaign continues, please take a look at just some of the
reasons why School Attendance is so important.

Robinswood Primary School’s attendance is currently 93.3% - we are constantly striving to
increase this! Let’s see if together we can increase this over the remainder of the academic year!

Why is good attendance important?

Good school attendance is vital for children’s success in the future. Being in school every day that it
is open is important to your child’s achievement, wellbeing, and their wider development. Time in
school also keeps children safe and provides access to extra-curricular opportunities and pastoral
care.

If children do not attend school regularly, they may:

e struggle to keep up with schoolwork f A'l'fenc'ance )
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¢ have few opportunities to catch up on missed learning i ooeves &
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* miss out on the social side of school life ;ﬁ‘ :
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* miss opportunities to make and keep friendships

What might the impact of poor attendance be on your child?

Research shows children who are not regularly attending school are:

* more likely to become involved in or be a victim of crime and antisocial behaviour

* more likely to fall behind due to the strong link between attendance and achieving good results

¢ less likely to achieve 5 good GCSE's (grades 9-5) compared with those with fewer than eight days’
absence

* more likely to have increased levels of anxiety due to inconsistencies and uncertainty in their
routine

* more likely to have reduced self-esteem due to finding learning increasingly hard having missed
out on important information

Please remember that your child’s teacher and our Inclusion Team are here to
provide support to you and your child should you face challenges in them
coming to school.
